Plan 1


Basic accident insurance for all GSUSA members during supervised program activities (and direct travel to & 
from) which last two consecutive nights or less.  Plan pays for the first $125 in benefits (eg: co-pays, 
deductibles).  When family medical has been maxed out, plan can pay an additional $15,000.

Plan 2

This is basic accident insurance for non-members at any event and for all members attending events lasting 
more than two consecutive nights. Reasonable estimates of non- members are acceptable.

Plan 3E

Includes sickness- benefits are to be coordinated with family medical plan- If the insured has no health plan, 
100% of UCC will be provided.  Available only if event lasts 3 or more nights. 

Plan 3P

Full sickness coverage- if family HMO or PPO network cannot be accessed and immediate care is needed.  
The plan covers out-of-pocket, immediate expenses and transportation in the event of sickness or accident.

Plan 3PI

Full accident sickness and coverage for international travel.
